Progress in the Third District
Lenwood Grade Separation Groundbreaking Ceremony

The County of San
Bernardino, in partnership
with the City of Barstow,
developed the Lenwood
Grade Separation Project
in response to commer-
cial and industrial
development in the area.
This project will construct
a grade separation
crossing along Lenwood
Road over the existing
Burlington Northern
Santa Fe (BNSF)

railroad tracks, allowing
the uninterrupted flow

of both vehicular and
freight rail traffic.
Lenwood Road

currently carries
approximately 4,200
vehicles per day,
including a high
percentage of trucks,

Big Bear Zoo Relocation

On March 25th, the Board of
Supervisors approved the final step
required in the environmental review
of the proposed relocation which
allows the Special Districts
Department to proceed with
development of the relocation site.

The Big Bear Zoo, the only one of its
kind in California and only one of two
in the nation, offers a safe haven for
injured, orphaned and imprinted wild
animals. The relocation of the Zoo will
improve the facility’s image and
visibility; upgrade the animal care
facilities; provide a larger space
covering approximately 5 acres; and
provide an educational and
entertaining environment for visitors.
