In September 2007, the San Bernardino County Homeless Partnership (SBCHP) was formed to provide a more focused approach to our goal of ending
homelessness within the County. The Partnership consists of city governments, community based organizations, faith-based organizations, educational
institutes, non-profit organizations, private industry, and federal, state, and local government.

SBCHP was developed to promote a strong collaboration between agencies to direct the planning, development, and implementation of the County’s 10-
year-plan to end chronic homelessness. The Partnership meets on the third Wednesday of each month at the Behavioral Health Resource Center in
Rialto. The Partnership facilitates better communication, planning, coordination, and cooperation among all entities that provide services and/or resources
for the relief of homelessness in San Bernardino County.

The Mission of the San Bernardino County Homeless Partnership is to provide a system of care that is
inclusive, well planned, coordinated and evaluated and is accessible to all who are homeless and those
at-risk of becoming homeless.

In
addition, information was given regarding which Providers have HPRP funds still available. Lastly, a
summary of findings for the year-end report for HMIS was provided.
Local CoC Homeless Assistance Bob Roddick e Mr. Roddick provided an explanation of what services Inland Counties Legal Services (ICLS) offer

including civil law, such as family law, public benefits, bankruptcies, and collection cases. They have
offices in Victorville, Rancho Cucamonga, San Bernardino, and Indio. ICLS also has a housing
hotline for cases such as eviction. ICLS prefers at least a 3-4 day notice before a client is going to be
evicted; however, more time is better.

o0 Clients will have 24/7 access to health care as well as a continued relationship with
their providers. This relationship supports preventative medicine and allows the client
greater stability.

o0 Arrowhead Regional Medical Center (ARMC) is the network hospital, however, there
are 31 clinics throughout San Bernardino County which offer services for mental health,
case management, and pharmaceutical services with a one day courier service.

o0 There are eligibility requirements, however, one application will assist a client in
applying for three different services. Application process may take up to 45 days, but
has been much quicker.
